Message from the President
Alexandria, VA 	 November 2006

It’s hard to believe that almost a year has passed since I took 
the oath of office as President of the Commonwealth Republican 
Women’s Club.  

The year began at the Courthouse, with CRWC members 
stepping up to help Bob McDonnell preserve his narrow margin 
of victory during the recount to become Virginia’s Attorney 
General.  Eleven months later, the close vote broke against us.  

The air was heavy with disbelief as we gathered on the packed 
lawn of Carlyle House in Old Town to hear Senator Allen concede 
in a race that should never even have been a contest.  

The difference was less than four votes a precinct – a reminder 
to us all that every vote counts, and that we can take no race for 
granted.  Many of you know I am a long-time A-Teamer, dat-
ing back to George Allen’s run for the Congress back in 2001.  
While November’s disappointment weighs heavily on us all, 
I hope you will not be discouraged but look instead look for 
inspiration in Senator Allen’s own words:  “Sometimes winds, 
political or otherwise, can blow the leaves off branches and even 
break limbs.  But a deep-rooted tree will stay standing.  It will 
regrow in the next season.”

The roots of our Grand Old Party, and of the Commonwealth 
Republican Women’s Club, do indeed run deep.  Throughout 
this past year, we have worked to embed them deeper still into 
the fabric of our community, whether at fairs and festivals, or 
through participation in charitable events including the Alex-
andria Commission on Women dinner and the Walk to Fight 
Breast Cancer.

We continue to welcome new members into our club, and it is 
exciting to see promising new leaders rising to take the helm.   

Next season too will have its challenges, with the entire General 
Assembly up for election.  I just got off the phone with former 
Republican National Committee Chairman Ed Gillespie, who 
lives in Mt. Vernon.  He is turning his attention to Virginia, and 
most likely will be the next Chairman of the Republican Party 
of Virginia.  He understands that the national party is nothing 
without strong state parties, and that the state parties are only 
as strong as the local organizations (parties, and auxiliaries) that 
support them.

The Commonwealth Republican Women’s Club is an im-
portant part of the grass roots that support our Party and our 
Republican candidates locally, in Virginia, and throughout the 
nation.  I appreciate the honor of serving as your president dur-
ing the past year, and treasure the friendships that have been 
built and strengthened, and the experiences working with this 
remarkable and dedicated group of women.

Address by Senator George F. Allen, Carlyle House, Alexandria, VA , November 9, 2006
(edited from online transcript by Terri Hauser)
My friends, sometimes winds, political or otherwise, can blow the leaves off branches and even break limbs.  But a deep-rooted 

tree will stay standing. It will regrow in the next season.
 
In this season, the people of Virginia, who I also call the owners of the government, have spoken.  And I respect their decision.  

The Bible teaches us that there’s a time and place for everything.  And today, I’ve called and congratulated Jim Webb and his team 
for their victory.  They had the prevailing winds. 

For about the better part of 13 years, Susan and I have very much appreciated the honor of having the responsibility of serving 
the people of Virginia in the United States Senate and as governor.  We have devoted all of our energy, our hearts, our minds, to 
doing the best job we can to make Virginia a safer and better place for everyone to live, learn, work and to raise their families. 

I’ve said the people of Virginia, the owners of the government, have spoken.  They’ve spoken in a closely divided voice. We 
have two 49s, but one has 49.55 and the other has 49.25.  I’m aware this contest is so close that I have the legal right to ask for a 
recount at the taxpayers’ expense.  I also recognize that a recount could drag on all the way until Christmas. 

It is with deep respect for the people of Virginia and to bind factions together for a positive purpose that I do not wish to cause 
more rancor by protracted litigation which would, in my judgment, not alter the results. 

I’m motivated and believe that each of us is placed here on Earth to do something well.  I’m one who believes that we should 
lead a life with honorable purposes and a purpose-driven life.   I see no good purpose being served by continuously and needlessly 
expending money and causing any more personal animosity. 

A-Teamers:   We live to fight another day for our vision of America’s future, a vision first of freedom, a vision of security for 
our country and a vision of expanding opportunity for all. 

Susan and I thank you all for allowing us the privilege, the great honor and responsibility of serving you, our shared principles 
and ideals for these many years.   We thank you for your encouragement, your support -- and I say this to Virginians and people 
all across America, we also felt and still feel your prayers. notwithstanding. 

And so, teammates, fellow patriots, notwithstanding these results, no matter the challenges that 
any of us face in the future, always stay strong and stand strong for freedom. 

May God continue to bless Virginia and the United States of America. Thank you all.
