Legislative Report

In recent years, union membership has been dwindling.
According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, in 2008, union
members accounted for 12.4% of employed wage and salary
workers, down from 20.1% in 1983, the rst year for which
comparable data is available.

Union in uence has been dwindling, too. In fact, they ap-
pear to really only hold in uence with one group: Democrats.
Unfortunately, that one group controls both ends of Pennsylvania
Avenue now and Big Labor is hoping to cash in on their $60-
million-plus friendship  that s how much they gave directly
to Democrats in the 2008 cycle alone.

In 2007, the House of Representatives passed a bill that
would eliminate the secret ballot for workers. As the Arizona
Republic aptly described it:  Under the Employee Free Choice
Act, unions will be able to organize workers - and, no small
matter, collect dues - once they have collected signed cards from
50 percent of a company s workforce. Currently, the National
Labor Relations Board allows an election if 30 percent of workers
sign union cards. Now, the cards are deemed simply a show
of interest - an informal method of getting to the heart of the
matter, which isavote. e EFCA e ectively disposes of that
bothersome provision.

Card-check legislation, as it s commonly known, would make
American workers have to decide whether to unionize with ab-
solutely no con dentiality or secrecy. e anecdotal evidence
of harassment and intimidation by union thugs is rampant.

ankfully in 2007, President Bush was a sure veto
of the bill and the Senate was unwilling to take the vote know-
ing it would never be signed into law. s year, the scenario is
di erent. Not only does President Obama support card check,
his pick for Labor Secretary, California Congresswoman Hilda
Solis, was actually the treasurer for an organization that lobbied
for card check. And another California Congressman, George
Miller, who is also the Chairman of the House committee with
jurisdiction over the bill, just held a rally on Capitol Hill with
Big Labor to support card check.

Never fear: American workers still have some friends. House
Republicans are introducing the Secret Ballot Protection Act to
preserve the right to preserve this most American of traditions.
And, here in the Old Dominion, Republican Delegate Chris
Saxman introduced HJ640, a constitutional amendment to
preserve Virginia s status as a right-to-work state. Virginia is
one of 22 right-to-work states, with a law dating back to 1950
that prohibit unions and employers from making payment of
union dues a condition of employment.

e House of Delegates approved HJ640 on February
10th by a vote of 56-43. Only two Democrats crossed over
to vote for the bill (and one Republican voted against it). e
Democrats even took a position as a caucus against the bill. For
Saxman s amendment to become part of the Virginia constitu-
tion, it would need two years of successful votes in the General
Assembly and the passage of a statewide referendum on the
Virginia ballot in 2010.
